Not
really, since the protagonist is made up of the musician and... drum, The Drum. The Gran Cassa.

«Whoever employs a language with a view to reaching understanding lays himself open to a tran-
scendence from within.» (Habermas).

The piece explores possibilities of collective musical action, the relationships between different
mediums, and the nature of interpretation and its relation to perception - within an impartial
framework which allows the participants freedom in regard to concrete aesthetic content.

Une chambre au couvent tells a fragment from the story of the ancient lovers Heloise and Abe-
lard: Abelard makes a visit to the convent in which Heloise lives and their conversation that starts
with mutual teasing, reveals the deep darkness in both of them, ending with unspeakable re-
grets. Text from Rilke’s ‘Duino Elegies’ observes and unfolds these events.

Movement

The piece is an attempt to represent the two-way relationship between movement and music.
Both layers can influence and even completely take control of each other in a way planned by the
composer. The form in which this is presented is a personal impression of the author based on a
reflexion on the inevitable and beautiful at the same time fusion in art.
